  DISCIPLINE SYSTEM 

It is essential that the team or club official discuss the following with their players and that the players understand the following procedures:

Discipline for misconduct offences will be handled by either Discipline by Review (DBR) or Discipline by Hearing (DBH).   It will depend on the TYPE of offence that occurred.

In all cases of an alleged REFEREE ASSAULT, upon receipt of the referee’s report, the SWRSA office shall notify the alleged accused that he/she will be SUSPENDED IMMEDIATELY from all soccer related activity pending a hearing by SWRSA's Discipline Committee.  Said person will be notified in writing of when and where to appear. 
A) Discipline By Review System (DBR):  

For the following offences:

· All misconducts will be dealt with by Discipline By Review, where permitted under OSA Policies.
· The Discipline Committee will review all misconduct reports based on the referee report only and render a decision without a formal hearing.  
· Except in cases of O.S.A. Misconduct Type 1.3, 1.5 and 1.6, the Accused will have four (4) days after receiving a red card at a game to request a hearing in writing and must be accompanied with the discipline hearing fee of $85.00 (cash or cheque).  The hearing will not be scheduled until the hearing fee has been received.  If found Not Guilty, the fee will be refunded.  The Request for a Hearing form can be found on our website (www.swrsa.ca) under Discipline.
· Otherwise, SWRSA will issue a letter stating game suspension(s) and the non-refundable discipline fine of $35.00 (cash or cheque), which is payable by the date stated in the letter.
· Discipline decisions made under the Discipline by Review System cannot be appealed. 
B) Discipline By Hearing System (DBH):
· For all other types of misconduct, the Accused will be notified by mail, email and/or phone that he/she or their designated representative (with a waver signed by the accused) to appear before the Discipline Committee at the SWRSA office for a hearing on the scheduled discipline date as stated the in the letter with their player book and the discipline hearing fee of $85.00 (cash or cheque only).  If found not guilty, the fee will be refunded.  The hearing will not take place without the player/team official book and the discipline hearing fee.
· The Accused may forego the hearing if the Accused chooses to plead Guilty in writing to the SWRSA office three (3) days before the scheduled hearing date.  A Guilty plea would be accompanied with discipline fine of $35.00 and the maximum game suspensions under the O.S.A. Discipline Policy.
· Discipline by Hearing decisions may be appealed to the Ontario Soccer Association.
C) Failure To Attend Discipline  By Hearing: 
· Failure to appear on the scheduled hearing date will result in the Accused being SUSPENDED from all soccer activity until a Request for Hearing is made to the SWRSA office.  A Request for Hearing fee is $80.00 (cash or cheque only) and is non-refundable. 
D) Request For Postponement:
· Parties required to attend a Hearing may request one (1) postponement.  The request must be made in writing to SWRSA no later than four (4) days prior to the scheduled hearing date.
E) Miscellaneous:
· N.S.F. cheques will be assessed a $50.00 Administrative fee.  
· If SWRSA receives back from its bank an NSF cheque, the Club of the disciplined player who has provided the NSF cheque becomes immediately responsible for full payment -  the amount of the cheque plus the handling fee.
